TO BE ON TRUE LINE AND HALFWAY BETWEEN THE NORTHWEST AND 
SOUTHWEST CORNERS OF SECTION 1-17-10, BUT THE POSITION WAS NOT 
MONUMENTED ON THIS SURVEY.

3) 2.5’ NORTH TO A FENCE TO THE EAST 
4) 9.7’ EAST TO THE TRAVELED WAY OF ASPHALT COUNTY ROAD “F” NORTH-
