ACRE LOT, BEING THE SOUTH PART OF THE EAST 1/2 OF THE SOUTHEAST 1/4 OF 
SECTION 34, ALL IN TOWNSHIP 18-11 SAID THAT HE SET A STONE POST FOR THE 
NORTHWEST CORNER OF A 40 ACRE LOT IN THE SOUTH PART OF THE EAST 1/2 OF 
THE SOUTHEAST 1/4 OF SECTION 35-18-11 ON THIS SURVEY, BUT IT WAS NOT 
MEANT TO BE THE CENTER CORNER OF THE SOUTHEAST 1/4 OF SECTION 35-18-11.  
IT IS LISTED HERE TO SHOW WHERE THIS STONE POST CAME FROM. 

 HIS SURVEY NOTES/DRAWING SHOWS THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION:  
1) 20.07 CHAINS SOUTH TO THE STONE HE FOUND AT THE S1/4/4 POST OF THE 

SE1/4 OF SECTION 35-18-11 
2) 19.92 CHAINS EAST TO THE STONE HE SET FOR THE NORTHEAST CORNER OF 

THE 40 ACRE LOT 
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
