1) G. M. WALKER, BRECKENRIDGE COUNTY SURVEYOR FROM 1857 TO 1860, IN 

SURVEY NUMBER 11 RECORDED IN SURVEY BOOK "A" ON PAGE 7 DATED JUNE 9, 
1858, A PERMANENT SURVEY FOR DANIEL RICH AND DAVID MEDER TO 
ESTABLISH THE CENTER POST OF SECTION 7-19-12, SAID THAT HE SET A STONE 
POST FOR THE CENTER OF SECTION 7 ON LINE AND HALFWAY BETWEEN THE 1/4 
STONE POSTS HE FOUND ON THE NORTH AND SOUTH LINES OF SECTION 7 ON THIS 
PERMANENT SURVEY. 

 HIS SURVEY NOTES SHOW THE FOLLOWING DISTANCES: 
1) 39.86-1/2 CHAINS NORTH TO THE FOUND NORTH 1/4 STONE POST OF SECTION 7 
2) 39.86-1’2 CHAINS SOUTH TO THE FOUND SOUTH 1/4 STONE POST OF SECTION 7 

 
2) G. M. WALKER, BRECKENRIDGE COUNTY SURVEYOR FROM 1857 TO 1860, IN 

SURVEY NUMBER 12 RECORDED IN SURVEY BOOK "A" ON PAGES 8 & 9 DATED 
JUNE 17, 1858, A PERMANENT SURVEY FOR DANIEL RICH AND DAVID MEDER TO 
ESTABLISH THE EAST & WEST 1/4/4 POSTS, THE EAST & WEST CENTER LINE, AND 
THE CENTER POST OF THE NORTHEAST 1/4 OF SECTION 7-19-12, SAID THAT HE 
FOUND STONE POST AT THE CENTER OF SECTION 7 ON THIS PERMANENT 
SURVEY. 

 HIS SURVEY NOTES SHOW THE FOLLOWING DISTANCES: 
1) 19.93 CHAINS NORTH TO THE STONE POST SET FOR THE W1/4/4 CORNER OF THE 

NE1/4 OF SECTION 7 
2) 39.86 CHAINS NORTH TO THE FOUND NORTH 1/4 STONE POST OF SECTION 7 

 
3) D. T. McAULEY, COUNTY SURVEYOR FROM 1867 TO 1870, BY D. W. BOWMAN, 

DEPUTY, IN SURVEY NUMBER 47 RECORDED IN SURVEY BOOK “A” ON PAGE 143 
AND MAY 4 & 5, 1868 FOR A SURVEY OF LAND OWNED BY HILLERMAN, SMITH, 
LOGAN AND OTHERS, BEING SECTION 7-19-12, SAID THAT HE SET A STONE FOR 
THE CENTER OF SECTION 7 ON LINE AND EQUIDISTANT FROM THE STONES HE SET 
FOR THE NORTH AND SOUTH 1/4 CORNERS OF SECTION 7 ON THIS SURVEY.  A 
NOTE AT THE BOTTOM OF THE PAGE DATED NOVEMBER 27, 1869 BY D. T. 
McAULEY SAID THAT THE 1/4 CORNER ON THE NORTH BOUNDARY OF SECTION 7 
WAS NOT ESTABLISHED WHERE THE GOVERNMENT CORNER FORMALLY STOOD, 
AND BY THE SWORN TESTIMONY OF JOHN AND MICHAEL WEAVER, HE 
ESTABLISHED THE NORTH 1/7 CORNER OF SECTION 7 BY PUTTING IT 2 RODS AND 
1 LINK EAST AND 5 LINKS SOUTH OF WHERE IT WAS PLACED BY DEPUTY 
BOWMAN.  HE CORRECTED THE CENTER CORNER BY PUTTING IT ON TRUE LINE. 

 
4) STEVEN S. BROSEMER, L.S. 752, DEPUTY COUNTY SURVEYOR, IN A SECTION 

CORNER REPORT DATED MAY 3, 1989, FOR JOB NUMBER 89401, SAID THAT HE 
FOUND A 1/2” REBAR AT THE CENTER OF SECTION 7.  HE DROVE A 5/8” REBAR 
OVER THE 1/2" REBAR FOUND AND PLACED A LYON COUNTY CAP ON IT. 

 1)    20.4’ WSW TO A PK NAIL & WASHER IN THE NORTH SIDE OF A CORNER FENCE 
       POST 

 2)    15.45’ NE TO A “+” CUT IN THE TOP OF THE EAST HEADWALL 
 3)    22.75’ SE TO A PK NAIL & WASHER IN THE SOUTH SIDE OF A 6” ASH TREE 

4)    2.0’ WEST TO THE CENTERLINE TRAVELED WAY OF THE ROAD NORTH-SOUTH  
 
5) WARREN CHIP WOODS, L.S. 603, COUNTY SURVEYOR, IN A SECTION CORNER 

REPORT DATED MARCH 2, 1992, FOUND A 5/8” REBAR WITH A LYON COUNTY CAP 
THAT IS REPORTED TO BE OVER A 1/2” REBAR AT THE CENTER OF SECTION 7.  I 
FOUND THESE REBARS FROM THE CONSTRUCTION PLANS FOR I-35 AND FROM 
EXISTING TIES OF RECORD IN THE COUNTY ENGINEER'S OFFICE BY STEVEN S. 
BROSEMER, L.S. 752, DEPUTY COUNTY SURVEYOR, DATED MAY 3, 1989.

3) 22.8’ SE TO A PK NAIL & WASHER IN THE SOUTH FACE OF AN 8” ASH TREE
