
NORTHWEST CORNER SECTION 32, TOWNSHIP 20 SOUTH, RANGE 12 EAST 
 
1) ON PAGE 561 OF THE GLO ORIGINAL FIELD NOTES IN THE DRAFTING ROOM IN THE 

COUNTY ENGINEER'S OFFICE IT STATES THAT THEY SET A LIMESTONE 21" X 12" 
X 3" FOR THE CORNER TO SECTIONS 29, 30, 31 & 32-20-12. 

 THE GOVERNMENT SURVEY NOTES SHOWS THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION: 
1) 40.08 CHAINS EAST TO THE 20” X 14” X 2” LIMESTONE THEY SET FOR THE 1/4 

CORNER BETWEEN SECTIONS 29 & 32-20-12 
2) 80.16 CHAINS EAST TO THE 20” X 15” X 3” LIMESTONE THEY SET FOR THE 

CORNER TO SECTIONS 28, 29, 32 & 33-20-12 
 
2) R. H. EDMISTON, COUNTY SURVEYOR FROM 1884 TO 1887, IN SURVEY NUMBER 27, 

A PERMANENT SURVEY RECORDED IN SURVEY BOOK “E” ON PAGE 27 DATED 
MAY 3, 1884 AT THE REQUEST OF FRED LYMAN TO SURVEY THE WEST 1/2 OF THE 
SOUTHWEST1/4 OF SECTION 30-20-12, SAID THAT HE FOUND THE STONE AT THE 
SOUTHEAST CORNER OF SECTION 30-20-12 ON THIS PERMANENT SURVEY. 

 HIS SURVEY NOTES/DRAWING SHOWS THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION:  
1) 2,640’ WEST TO THE STONE HE SET FOR THE PERMANENT SOUTH 1/4 CORNER 

OF SECTION 30-20-12 
2) 3,960’ WEST TO THE STONE HE SET FOR THE PERMANENT SOUTH 1/8TH CORNER 

OF THE SW1/4 OF SECTION 30-20-12 
3) 5,280’ WEST TO THE STONE HE FOUND AT THE SOUTHWEST CORNER OF 

SECTION 30-20-12 ON THE RANGE LINE 
 
3) R. H. EDMISTON, COUNTY SURVEYOR FROM 1884 TO 1887, IN A ROAD SURVEY FOR 

ROAD NUMBER 271 RECORDED IN ROAD RECORD BOOK "C" ON PAGES 34 TO 36 
PETITIONED BY HUGH ROBERTS AND OTHERS FOR THREE ROADS IN TOWNSHIP 20-
12 [PACKET 515 IN THE VAULT IN THE COUNTY SURVEYOR'S OFFICE] THAT HE 
SURVEYED ON JUNE 15, 1884, WAS ESTABLISHED AS A 40 FOOT WIDE NORTH-
SOUTH AND 50 FOOT WIDE EAST-WEST ROADS ON JULY 15, 1884, AS NOTED BY P. 
Y. HALLBERG, CHAIRMAN OF THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS, AND 
RECORDED ON NOVEMBER 20, 1884 BY ROLAND LAKIN, COUNTY CLERK, 
APPARENTLY FOUND THE STONE AT THE NORTHEAST CORNER OF SECTION 31-20-
12 ON THE FIRST ROAD ON THIS ROAD SURVEY.   

 HIS SURVEY NOTES SHOWS THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION: 
1) THIS FIRST ROAD EXTENDS NORTH ON THE SECTION LINES FOR 3 MILES TO 

THE STONE HE FOUND AT THE NORTHEAST CORNER OF SECTION 18-20-12 AT 
THE TERMINUS OF THE FIRST ROAD ON THIS ROAD SURVEY  

2) THIS FIRST ROAD EXTENDS SOUTH ON THE SECTION LINES TO AN ANGLE 
STONE HE SET IN THE NE/4 OF SECTION 32-20-12; THEN GOES THROUGH 3 
ANGLE STONES TO A POINT 188 FEET EAST OF THE EAST 1/4 CORNER OF 
SECTION 31-20-12; THEN WEST 188 FEET TO THE EAST 1/4 CORNER OF SECTION 
31-20-12 TO BEGIN THE FIRST ROAD ON THIS ROAD SURVEY  

 
4) STEVEN S. BROSEMER, L.S. 752, DEPUTY COUNTY SURVEYOR, IN A LAND SURVEY 

REFERENCE REPORT DATED DECEMBER 13, 2010 FOR PROJECT NUMBER 10347-02, A 
SURVEY WHERE NO DRAWING WAS REQUIRED, SAID THAT HE SEARCHED FOR 
THE STONE OF RECORD AT THE SOUTHWEST CORNER OF SECTION 29-20-12, BUT 
HE DID NOT FIND THE STONE.  HE CONSIDERED THAT THIS CORNER WAS 
OBLITERATED.  HE SET A 5/8” X 24” REBAR WITH A LYON COUNTY CAP FOR 
THE SOUTHWEST CORNER OF SECTION 29-20-12 IN THE CENTER OF THE HEDGE 
ROW TO THE SOUTH AND IN LINE WITH A FENCE TO THE WEST. 
1) 20.2’ WEST TO A CONCRETE NAIL & WASHER IN THE NORTH SIDE OF A CORNER 

FENCE POST

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2) 26.4’ SOUTH TO A CONCRETE NAIL & WASHER IN THE EAST SIDE OF A CORNER 
FENCE POST 

3) 20.35’ EAST TO A CONCRETE NAIL & BOTTLECAP IN  THE SOUTH SIDE OF A 
CORNER FENCE POST 

4) 20’ EAST TO A LINE OF HEDGE TO THE SOUTH EXTENDED 
5) 20’ WEST TO A LINE OF HEDGE TO THE SOUTH EXTENDED 
6) 20’ EAST TO A LINE OF FENCE TO THE NORTH 
7) IN LINE WITH A FENCE TO THE WEST
